The role of the
Embassy and particularly the Ambassador was to interpret the role of Iran to the
Congressmen. He had to point out the Shah's real needs.

O: Did you have trouble with Congress? We had a policy which was being challenged
outside the Administration. Did for example the economic section question whether Iran
should be spending these huge amounts on military hardware when there were
developmental needs elsewhere?

BREWIN: No; that was never a problem for my section. One of the givens in the
economic section that we had to work with was that there would be significant amounts
spent for military hardware and whether we rationalized it to ourselves or were looking
for a pretext, 1 don't know, but we said--and DoD said this--there would spin-ofts from
these weapon purchases in turn of economic development--for example, co-production.
We thought that eventually aircraft would be manufactured in Iran. Motor vehicles would
be built in Iran in greater numbers. These were all spin-offs from weapon sales. I don't
think our policy caused my section any great problems. We were kept busy enough with
the purely commercial, non-military business.

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BREWIN: Not really serious ones while [ was there. Bell helicopter, primarily based in
Isfahan, had a reputation, not really deserved, for having a bunch of rowdies-- Americans
perfectly capable of driving a motoreycle through a mosque half naked or giving offense
to the Iranians in a variety of ways. Most of these stories were apocryphal. Most
Americans were put on their good behavior by their employers back in the US and most
were aware that Iran was a different place by far from any place they had ever been,
including the Arab world. They knew that there were sensitivities. There were exceptions
from time to time, but the potential problem which some of us foresaw was the issue of
Americans being held hostage in a time when the Shah might become less secure on his
throne. What would we do with thirty two thousand Americans if the Shah were to go
down the tube?

Q: So there was concern that the Shah might not be there forever?

BREWIN: Yes. The concern was not that one could foresee the Shah's overthrow in a
coup d'etat, but when after many years he would pass from the scene by death or some
incapacity. Could then the new Shah tame what might be pressures on the society? Then
what happens to the Americans if there were riots in the streets or disturbances of the
kind that occurred under Mossadegh?

Q: So we looked back to the Mossadegh period as a potential model for the future?
BREWIN: Yes:; something to be avoided at all costs.
Q: So the large American civilian presence was a major concern?

BREWIN: It was a major concern. | was active in the US-Iran Chamber of Commerce--1
was an office-holder for the period [ was there--provided monthly forums for the
Americans to meet. There were reasonable amounts of social outlets for the Americans--
far, far more than there were in Saudi Arabia, for example. There were possibilities of
interesting travel within Iran. So I never found the American community to be a difficult
one to work with either in the business sense or to live with in the social sense.

Q: How were your dealings with the Iranian officials?

BREWIN: We came to understand more and more as time went on that, as Ambassador
Richard Helms put it in one of his telegrams to Kissinger, Iranians had by now wanted to
be treated as equal partners when they sat at the table with us. No more crumbs. This was
the prevailing official attitude. The Iramans [ dealt with were usually charming and very
hospitable. When they said "No", they often found ways to do so in a charming and
friendly manner, but it was quite clear that there was an element of nationalism present in
the Iranian make up and in the Shah's government which went from top to bottom. One

BREWIN: We looked after our interests in mternational organizations dealing with food
matters. All these organizations were based in Rome. We had a separate mission there
called FODAG, which 1s now headed by an official of Ambassadorial rank--that wasn't
true then. A small staff of Foreign Service and AID officers which represented our
interests in FAO (Food and Agriculture Organization), Food for Peace, IFAD

Published in East Germany, under Stasi auspices and probably with KGB assistance, this little (4
by 5.5 inches) book is nearly impossible to find.

Mader paints with a broad brush. He admits in his introduction -- if not in his title - that his
listings include former O8S. military intelligence (even during WW2), State Department
personnel who have done "work for CLA" FBI countenintelligence, and also the occasional
politician who sat on this or that intelligence committee. Generally when Mader includes a name,
it's merely an indication that Mader found this person interesting for one reason or another, and
further research and corroboration is needed before any conclusions can be drawn. Some of his
names, for example, appear to have been compiled by looking for the word "intelligence” in the
State Department Biographic Register.

At the same time, Mader apparently had access to some information on CLA officers that was not
publicly available. More than once a "new" CIA name has surfaced in Western media that had
been sitting in Mader's book all along. For the occasional investigator who is too experienced to
expect easy answers, this book continues to be quite useful. -- D.Brandt

“He said his familv has a good attitude about the lifestvle, but every now and then his
son wishes for a television video game,” the newspaper reported, adding the father said
his “value svstem changed when he moved to Upper Volta.” People “spend their time

working to survive,” according to the newspaper.

In 1983, the Wisconsin State Journal also ran a story on Peter Strzok’s dad. The story
savs the elder Strzok served 21 wears in the Armv before retiring. Instead, he “moved
his family to Upper Volta, an almost barren nation in Africa, where he is program

director for Catholic Relief Services,” says the article.

The newspaper reported that the elder Strzok ran a program teaching farmers how to

be more effective. The article said Strzok grew up on a dairy farm.

Another article in the Eau Claire Leader-Telegram in 1981 quoted the father as saving
the Upper Volta area of Africa was “verv primitive” and “rough.” It said that he ran a

“He and his wife and son have lived in Africa for three years,” said the article.

The Bell Helicopter complex is at Isfahan, its modern office hidden deep in the city in an unmarked cement

building close by the local Pepsi plant. The Bell people were not happy to find a reporter at the door.

Are you really an American? They asked. A credential? Well, we can't talk here: Phones are tapped, there are

microphones in the walls. Could we go for a drive?

In the car, the boyist brown-haired 35-vear-old man was saying, "You never know. Here if you talk about
something they don't like, you're out, 24 hours later, you're out - with no time to sell your household goods,
your car, your other possessions. And you never know what they are going to regard as being harmful to their

security? They change their minds every minute."

Suddenly his small car stopped short; we had almost collided with a jitney cab. "Can you imagine giving a

constitution to this bunch of monkeys?" he asked rhetorically.

For America, Iran has become big business. Non-oil U.S.-Iranian trade rose from $400 million in 1972 to
more than $2 billion in 1976, quintupled. Iranian-American arms deals have totaled $15 billion over the past
six years, including expensive U.S. support-service contraets. Each year, the American presence has grown.

There are now 31.000 American in Iran.

Bell, like many American defense contractors in Iran, is involved in training, maintenance and support for the
Iranian military. The shah's helicopter force is second only to the U.S. inventory. He has 500 military Bell

helicopters, plus another 100 Augusta Bell models.

Since Iran's shortage of skilled labor and technical management is acute and chronic, Iran has had to rely on

Bell to keep the Iranian helicopter fleet flying.

Bell says its machines are of the latest military type. They need eight to 10 hours of intensive maintenance for
every hour of flight. Bell's contingent is the largest American group in Iran, including the military. As of April
1975, Bell had more than 1,700 active emplovees there and 6,000 dependents. Those numbers increased by 8

per cent last year.

Isfahan, where the 45-acre Bell base is located, is a sizable city 457 miles from Tehran. It is said to contain
more blue onion-domed mosques than any other eity in Iran. To make the overseas assignment attractive, the
home company offered financial enticements: tripled salaries and boosts in position. There were also tax

breaks that amounted to a federal subsidy.

Bell told its people Iran was a hardship post and tried, largely in vain, to discourage families from going along.
But for the normal two-year assignment, the rewards looked big, and many took the bait. A Bell personnel

official described the community his company brought:

"What you have here are ex-military professionals, the guys who liked Saigon, the mid-level fellows who don't

know any other way of making a living. The money's good, so they came."
